DUE DATES

Your final writing portfolio and your process portfolio will be due by Monday, December 12 at 12 noon.  I will be in my office (HEAV 303E) from 9 a.m. until 12 noon on the 12th for you to deliver your portfolios to me; you are welcome to turn it in earlier if you prefer.  If you would like to do so, please make arrangements with me for when/where to drop it off.

PLEASE NOTE:  PORTFOLIOS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES AFTER 12 NOON ON DECEMBER 12.

FINAL ELECTRONIC PORTFOLIO (45%)

Your final portfolio will consist of a web site which will present the final revised copies of each of your three projects as well as an essay reflecting on what you learned as a writer and reader this semester.  In order to receive full credit for your project, visitors to your site must be able to download each document/project, so check to make sure links work!  
Reflective Essay

The Reflective Essay is an opportunity for you to think back over the writing you have done this semester, what you have learned, and ways in which you would still like to develop as a writer.  In your essay, consider each of the four writing projects you completed this semester.  Explain the writing process—its challenges and successes—and the ways in which revision changed your thinking on the topic and your writing.  Think of the reflective essay as a guide to what a reader will find in your process portfolio, explaining how the pre-writing strategies, peer review, and subsequent revisions led you to your final drafts.  Also share what you see as the greatest strengths of each of the projects, as well as things you might change if you had more time to revise.  

To cover all of this information, your essay should be at least 6 pages.

The Reflective Essay counts for 50 points of your final portfolio grade.

The Final Portfolio will be graded on the basis of your reflective essay and each of the three writing projects for the semester.  Consideration will also be given to the usability and visual design of the project.

All final drafts should include complete citations for any work taken from outside sources.  If appropriate for the genre, all papers should follow MLA formatting guidelines.

The Final Electronic Portfolio should be made public on your Purdue web address, but you must also turn the files in on a CD-ROM in case of a server/technology program with the Purdue site.

PROCESS PORTFOLIO (30%)

Your process portfolio should be clearly divided into three sections, one for each of the projects you completed this semester.  The following should be included and clearly marked (if they were a part of your writing process) in your process portfolio:

· All invention strategies

· Research notes

· Copies of outside research you used in completing your projects (if you have them)

· Drafts (with or without others’ comments)

· Project 3 Annotated Bibliography

· Peer Review worksheets and drafts

The Process Portfolio will be graded on the thorough completion of all of the assigned invention strategies, inclusion of all drafts, and overall organization.
