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ENGLISH 106R:  ELECTRONIC RESEARCH PROJECT
what
All of you are students of the 1960s Learning Community, and this course gives you the opportunity to learn more about the movements, music, people, and places that gave the 1960s the reputation it has today.  

This short research project requires you to search for information that will help you and your classmates conduct online research about the 60s.

how
You will be responsible for finding three online sources that explore some aspect of the 1960s that is interesting to you.  It can be something discussed in Dr. Jeffries class, or it can be something unrelated to the 60s movements but still a part of the decade.  Your source could also discuss current events in 2003 that have a correlation with the events of the 1960s.
Please note:  At least one of these sources must be from an online journal or database rather than something you found through an Internet search.  

For each of the sources, explain the following:

· What specific issue, event, person, movement, etc. are you researching?  Why did you choose this topic to explore?

· How did you discover this source?  What kind of research techniques did you use?  (Google searches, database sources, online journals, etc.)

· What part of the 1960s does this source tell us about?  What kind of information can be found here?  Who would you recommend this source to?

· Why is this source credible?  Who is the author?  What organization is providing this information?  How recent is the material?  (Remember the criteria we discussed for checking the reliability of online sources.)

Don’t forget to include the web address or database name of the source.

This project will give you practice in conducting online research, and once the assignment is completed, we will have a great list of sources the class can use for research purposes for English 106 and Dr. Jeffries’ class.

This assignment will be included in the short writing assignment category, and it should be typed.  This project will count for 75 points of your final grade.
